3D mammography
3D mammography produces 3D images of the breast from 

multiple angles using a small rotating digital scanner. 

Using this technology, radiologists can move and enlarge 

the images to view any area of concern. When used in 

conjunction with 2D digital mammography, this increases 

the detection of smaller breast cancers earlier and provides 

greater accuracy in pinpointing tumor size and location. 

Typically 3D mammography is performed on women who 

have been previously identified as having dense breast 

tissue, those who have a family history of breast cancer or 

who may be at a higher risk for developing the disease.
