Next Meeting
	Meeting was called to order at 9:07am by Jeff Lesniak.  
Minutes from November 24, 2020 meeting approved by all.

None stated.

Cindy Amore introduced Lifenet Paramedic Tom Bradtke and NM McHenry ED Manager Grant Kellenberger.  

Cindy Tabert reminded departments that she still needs Quarterly King Vision check off sheets from several departments.  These were due in January. They can be dropped off in the office.  Call first to make sure someone is in the office.

NM Pharmacies are talking about reconciling all Controlled Substance meds.  

2020 Annual Report was discussed.  Usual information like last year’s report. King Vision is being done well.  Added Ketamine, Versed, Narcan and Fentynal charts.  

Progress reports were sent out.  Everyone is doing well in current Paramedic Program.  Continue to work with students at station. 

Information was sent out regarding next Paramedic Program.  Orientation will be held at MCC Fri., 4/23, 5pm and Sat., 4/24, 9am in classroom E202.  Written exam Mon., 5pm; Skills Testing Thurs., 5/20, 12-4pm.  Oral interview will begin in June at MCC.  
Cindy Amore discussed the items listed on her EMS Council Report (see attached report).  
Cindy announced IDPH will resume ambulance inspections April 1, 2021.

Special Considerations-Geriatrics CE schedules will be posted on the EMS website at nm.org/nwems via zoom.

Cindy discussed COVID SOP reminders.    
Replacements for Greg Fuchs and Scott Anderson are being interviewed at this time; possibly by April there will be replacements for the full time and part time EMS Educator positions.   

A Special Events plan has been submitted to IDPH for review to assure that we are recognized within our EMS System plan to support the EMS standby at the COVID clinic sites.  Cindy Amore stated she appreciates the volunteers that have come forward to support the Health Department at the COVID testing sites. When a transport is apparent, use 911 response to transfer the patient.  An Imagetrend report is required for all patient care.  
Cindy Amore announced the response to findings related to the summative final evaluation of affective and psychomotor domain student evaluation for entry level practice has been accepted by CoAEMSP.  Thanks to MCC, ED’s and all departments who have helped to achieve this final acceptance.  
NM is making pyxis supply changes.  Cindy will send information and pictures when changes are completed.  This does not include meds.  

Jeff Lesniak asked if Natl Reg. skills testing at MCC is open for non-students. Cindy stated not at this time; this is our first offering at MCC.  In future, it may be available to open up to outside individuals.  Jeff stated he would like to help with this if possible.  
Tom Bradtke announced that any agency interested in having a Landing Zone CE can contact Lifenet at 779-704-2946.

Rebecca reported on the STEMI Alert dashboard.  She added that since EMS Data has started to be added, EMS benchmark is better than the National average. 

She will pull EMS benchmarks for future dashboards. She also reported on the Stroke Dashboard since Sarah Strzlka is no longer the Stroke Coordinator, she now has a new position.  Both dashboards are attached.

Since Grant Kellenberger is on the Cardiac Alert Committee, he stated there is an opportunity to identify whether a patient arrested pre-ED or after.  There’s not a lot of data regarding this.  Cindy Amore stated that going forward, it would be good to see the impact of what we do in the field.  
Dr. Pacini feels that generally all are doing a great job.  More EKG’s are being done in the field which is good. 

Karen Battaglia, Trauma Coordinator for McHenry mentioned trauma volumes are up.  Barriers to Nurses being categorized correctly.  She mentioned Pregnant Moms are having difficulty in getting their car seats checked.  McHenry PD is offering a class in August.

Nancy Lewis reminded all of the importance of c-spine stabilization in all age groups.  C-collars are not being used in all situations when they are indicated. Remember that you can apply a c-collar without having to use a spine board.
