Next Meeting
	Meeting was called to order at 9:03am by Jeff Lesniak.  
Jeff welcomes Beth DePouw. Beth stated she was excited to be here as the new EMS System Coordinator for the McHenry Western Lake County EMS System.  She is the replacement for Cindy Amore who is retiring.  Her last day is Friday, May 27, and everyone agreed she will be missed by all.  Cindy stated she’s enjoyed helping Beth get acclimated during the past 4 weeks.  
Minutes from 2/22/22 approved.

No additions to agenda.

Beth discussed the items on her EMS Report (see attachment).

Beth mentioned that the new IDPH State Inspector is Laura Sedory.  Beth then referred to Cindy to explain the two Illinois pieces of legislation - SAFE-T Act and CESSA Act.  
Cindy shared information from an IDPH webinar on May 4.  The SAFE-T Act relates to Law Enforcement and the CESSA Act is a legislation related to mental health crisis emergencies.  As of July, the new emergency mental health response number in Illinois will be 988.  This is in addition to 911.  The CESSA Act does not eliminate the PD from responding. If the call into 988 escalates, it can be directed to 911 to include law enforcement.  Reports have shown that 85% of the issues are resolved through 988 where there are trained mental health providers as call takers.  Law enforcement should always be engaged if the person is a threat to himself or others. At the June 14th Region IX EMS Advisory Meeting, there will be discussion on how all our regions will engage in developing a sub-committee to work on the collaboration to address this process with our

community partners.  More details to follow.  
Beth mentioned she will keep everyone in the loop as she learns more about this process.  Jeff Lesniak hopes this can alleviate some of the strain on EMS personnel.
More items were discussed from Beth’s EMS Report (see attachment).  

Several students have completed their online ACLS, PALS and ITLS.  Exit interviews are now happening with Dr. Pacini, Scott Wessel, Brandy, Beth Depouw and Dawn Katz from MCC.  32 candidates attended the Fall Paramedic Orientation, 18 are eligible for the interview process which starts this week.
Cindy reminded everyone about the King Vision QI forms.  Jeff Lesniak wondered if this can be added as a form through Image Trend for departments using a pad.  This will be looked at and reported on at a later date. 

Rachel stated the June CE calendar has been completed and posted on the website (nm.org/nwems).   June and July has aggressive schedules for CE with most being in-station.  The EMS Office Educators will be assisting in teaching the classes.  There will be several offerings via zoom at the end of June.
